Literary Theory and Criticism I

 The structure of literary theory and criticism course is historically based, and in the first part we start with Greco-Roman antiquity, Plato’s idealist philosophy and Aristotle’s formalist approach and cover the period until the end of Romanticism in early 19th century.
The main objective is to introduce you to the main theoretical paradigms of literary criticism by reading and discussing selections from texts that are traditionally regarded as the high points in the historical dialogue. The selections included in your course pack are chosen from texts that continue to inform recent critical practices.
You must come to class having read the assigned readings for the week. Attendance and participation in class discussions make up 5% of your course grade. There will be announced and unannounced short response papers to be written in class or at home (15%). You will have a midterm (35%) and a cumulative final (45%). 
Attendance at all lectures is expected. If for some reason you must miss class, it is your responsibility to obtain information about the lecture, any alterations that may have been made to the syllabus in regard to forthcoming reading and writing assignments. 
Please note that you can take a make-up for the midterm if and only if you submit a medical excuse for three or more days (1 day rest excuses do not earn you the right to take the midterm) or other officially acceptable and documentable excuses. The excuses must be submitted to the instructor as soon as you return to class (within a week). To take a make-up for the final, you need to submit your excuse to the registrar.
